and Civil Defence department as follows -

3. FINAL SELECTION:
The final merit list will be drawn by the enrolment board on the basis

of the marks obtained in the stage-lll. The final enrolment will be made on the

basis of this merit list, subject to satisfactory verification of character and
antecedents, medical fitness and verification of testimonials.

If two or more candidates score equal marks in the stage-lll, then
candidate who is older in age will be placed above the candidate younger in age.
In case the age is also same then the candidate having more marks in the

essential qualification examination will be placed above the candidate having
fewer marks.

The DOPE test of the selected candidates will be conducted by the Medical
Professional detailed by the CMO office of the respective District during the
Medical Examination of the selected candidates.
